
 

 

  
 The first year of my service as Union 
County Engineer proved to be both challenging 
and rewarding. Our team’s focus continued with 
the maintenance and improvement of your 
county infrastructure and our work with the local 
building industry.  The difficult economic cli-
mate continued to add a unique element to our 
project planning, budgeting and construction 
efforts. We appreciate having the opportunity to 
share our work product from 2009 in this Annual 
Report. 
 Perhaps the only silver lining in regards 
to the recession's effect on our operation is the 
slowing of construction inflation. Our material 
costs overall climbed at a much more reasonable 
rate than the double digit increases witnessed in 
recent seasons. Additionally, contract labor costs 
for roadway improvements and large bridge con-
struction remained competitive. Therefore the 
flat revenues experienced by our organization at 
least were stretched a bit further by the more 
reasonable inflation numbers. 
 The project benefitting most from this 
trend was last season's asphalt resurfacing project 
where we saw a 9% decrease in asphalt prices. 
One contract was bid with a final value of  $ 1.65 
million and paved 11 miles of roadway. Approxi-
mately 40% of this final cost was paid for with 
state grants, while the rest was funded with local 
revenues generated by our share of the 1/4 sales 
tax passed in 2008. County forces chip sealed 83 
miles of county and township roads, and widened 
4 miles of roadway. Recycled materials (asphalt 
millings) taken from our resurfacing program 
were used as the aggregate for the widenings, 
saving more than $60,000 in stone costs. 
 The Hoover-Moffitt Road bridge over 
Bokes Creek was replaced by contract. This was 
the third bridge in three years in which we util-
ized the delivery method of 'design-build'. Our 
engineers provide select detailed design parame-
ters, but the final construction plans are provided 
by the successful bidder's team. We review the 
plans, and once approved the bridge is built. We 
have consistently found very favorable prices 
with this approach, while efficiently utilizing our 
in-house design time. Five smaller structures 
were replaced by our crews and several other 
bridges received repairs by our crews. 
 Annual safety improvements continued 
with our pavement striping program, traffic sign 
upgrades on both county and township roads, and 
our sixth federally funded guardrail replacement  

     
 

                                                                             
program.  This added or replaced around 2 miles   
of rail, with an emphasis on providing safer end 
treatments. 
 A primary focus of our Environmental 
Engineering team centered around the planning 
and development of the Raymond and Peoria 
area sewers and treatment plant. Fitting all the 
design and financial pieces of this project to-
gether in advance of a 2010 bid date required a  
tremendous effort. Similar tasks took place for  
the replacement of Darby Meadows, a small 
plant in the southern part of the county. Also a 
feasibility study was performed for our largest 
treatment facility which serves Millcreek Estates  
east of Marysville. It outlines various options for 
future improvements of the plant. 

        

 One of the highlights each year is the 
selection of our Employee of the Year.  I was 
honored to present the 2009 recipient, Roger 
Pettit, with his award in December.  He is a tre-
mendous asset to our building department and to 
our entire organization. 
 The Building Department broadened its 
responsibility by performing significantly more 
commercial plan reviews in-house, and by ac-
cepting inspection authority in mobile home 
parks.  
 Like so many agencies or companies, 
both public and private, 2009 brought unprece-
dented challenges to our department, many 
driven by our budget. All the efforts and projects 
detailed in this report were accomplished with a 
lean staff that worked very hard to make things 
happen each day, maintaining their trademark 
morale and public service. I am proud to be a 
part of this team and appreciate their support 
over the past year and as we work toward a very 
busy 2010.
